Biedermann, born in 1925, was number three on Schindler’s famous list. A native of Lodz, Poland, he
endured years of ghettoization, imprisonment, and forced labor before being liberated in 1945. After the
war, he left Europe not only with profound trauma, but also with a valuable coin collection that his father
had buried before deportation.
